What AFTW funds?

All applications for conservation project funding will be assessed on their own merit taking into consideration the principle species or habitat involved and the in situ work that is to be carried out. 

Priority projects include:

· Wildlife conservation projects in species-range countries

· Habitat / prey protection projects in species-range countries

· Education activities in species-range countries

· Scientific techniques for species conservation monitoring

· Human / wildlife conflict resolution

A conservation project needs to follow all or some of the following criteria in order to receive funding:

· The project needs to address a globally-recognised conservation priority

· The project should focus on threatened species and benefit wild populations of this species

· The project should increase habitat protection / management

· Projects will be favoured that are collaborative in nature, with partnerships involving different organisations, the government, local communities and specialist groups

· Overseas projects need to have approval from the host government and appropriate authorities

· The project needs to have long term goals. It needs to be part of an established conservation programme or well-suited to becoming a long term programme

· The project needs to be realistic; with sound scientific methodology and be logistically feasible with a high probability of success

· The project should be based on sound scientific and management principles and clearly deliver a conservation goal i.e. a research report, education materials, a demonstrated contribution to a critical conservation need etc

· The project should have existing funding arrangements and not duplicate or conflict with other ongoing conservation efforts

Guidelines to Completing an Application to

Applications must include the following:

Cover sheet (see overleaf)

Project Abstract (Maximum one-page summary)
· Summary of the project; including project need, aims and objectives

· Personnel and organisations involved

3)
Project Proposal
· Project rationale: describe the specific conservation need or criteria that the project will address

· Aims and objectives

· Methodology and work plan: include tasks and timetable for completion

· Evaluation: outline your strategy for monitoring and evaluating how your aims have been met. Include how you will define and measure success

· Partnerships with other organisations

· Outputs: e.g. list any proposed publications, potential significance of results to conservation

Budget
· State clearly the total project budget and the amount requested from AFTW

· Describe in detail how the requested money will be spent, using categories such as travel, lodging, food, equipment, supplies, stipends, salaries and services etc.

· Give details of other sources that support this project, where funding has been applied for and the percentage you require from AFTW
